IHSA Rule Changes Proposed

Rockford Auburn Wins Spring KMO:
1st Of 774 Teams With 1831 Points

  Congratulations to Coach Linda Greene and the Knights 
from Rockford Auburn for their first place finish in the recent 
Knowlege Master Open, a computer-based quiz competition.

  In finishing first, the Knights surpassed State College Area 
HS (Pennsylvania) who had finished #2, #4, and #2 in the 
three previous KMOs; Jefferson HS for Science & Technolo-
gy (Alexandria, Virginia) who had finished #1 in the six 
previous KMOs; and Montgomery Blair HS (Silver Spring, 
Maryland) who had finished #2 or #3 in five of the six previ-
ous KMOs. Auburn finished #4 in Spring and Fall of 2004.

  Of their win, senior Colleen Powers said, “It was an unex-
pected but satisfying end to the season.”  Coach Greene said, 
“It was great to see the team set three new Auburn records in 
this event – breaking its previous high score, finishing in the 
shortest time, and getting the most questions right on the 
first try. Plus, we beat some of the top teams in the nation.”

  Auburn finished the regular season with 83 wins and just 4 
losses. They won their IHSA Sectional and finished 3rd at 
the IHSA State Tournament, losing only to Fremd.

  On March 4, 2006, the 23rd Annual Illinois Masonic Academic 
Bowl State Tournament was held at Springfield Southeast High 
School. Sixteen teams competed in the tournament.

  William Fremd High School of Palatine won the Illinois Masonic 
Academic Bowl State Championship by defeating Peoria Heights 
High School. Fremd received a scholastic award of $2,000 from the 
Masons of Illinois for their first-place finish, and East Peoria re-
ceived $1,250 for their second-place finish.

  Finishing in third place and receiving $950 ws Bloomington 
High School; Elmwood High School received $450 for their fourth 
place finish. Auburn High School of Rockford wond the consola-
tion championship by defeating Salem Community High School 
and received $650.

  There were many people honored at the IHSSBCA Awards Ban-
quet. Foremost among the honorees were the four people inducted 
into the Hall of Fame this year.

  Sister John Baricevic, fromer coach at Breese Mater Dei, was 
introduced by Cathy Groesch, former coach at Springfield South-
east. Cathy spoke of the many roles that Sister John has taken 
on, including coach, host, moderator, writer, editor, and recruiter. 
Sister John was thanked for her high standards, which has led to 
more competitions in her part of the state and good questions 
throughout Illinois.

  Karen Niemeier, coach at Winnebago, was introduced by Clark 
Reamer, who played on her IHSA State Championship teams in 
1993 and 1995. In her 42 years of teaching, Karen Niemeier has 
made a lasting impression on her community and her students, 
many of whom come back year after year to moderate at her tour-
naments. Back in the early 1980s, she played a major role in con-
vincing the Masons to start their State Tournament.

  Roma Reed, who coached at Taylor Ridge Rockridge, was in-
troduced by Moline Coach Nick Pitz. Nick recalled how she in-
troduced him to Scholastic Bowl and gave him many life less-
ons. He praised the coach who took a team from a town difficult 
to find on maps and led it to Masonic and IHSA State Cham-
pionships. In the early 1990s, she convinced the IHSA to have 
two classes for the state tournament.

  Jerry Vandemark, who coached Streator for 25 years, was in-
troduced by his wife and former Assistant Coach Linda. She 
poked fun at his moderating abilities but praised the great work 
he did for his students. Back in the 1970s, when tournaments 
were few and far between, he took his team out of school an extra 
day for tournaments so they could visit sites in the surrounding 
areas. Jerry has had a long association with the Streator Rotary, 
which is the oldest annual tournament in Illinois.

  We in Illinois are very lucky to be the beneficiaries of the 
groundbreaking work these inductees have done.

Book Editor and Moderator), John Rathbun (State Final Tourna-
ment Manager), and David Reinstein (IHSSBCA Chair). 

Terms & Conditions

Changes to the Terms & Conditions must be approved by the 
IHSA Board of Directors. Check the IHSA website in June.

• (II-B)  Move Regionals from Monday to Tuesday  
Rationale: Avoids the Casmir Pulaski Holiday every year.

• (VII-B, VII-C) If three teams are tied with identical records in 
pool play, the total points scored in pool play against the tied 
teams will be used to break the tie and determine advancement.
Rationale: Encourages the use of subs in the “other” match.

• (VIII-F) Eliminate the Online List of Participants; replace it with 
an Online Interactive Team Record Report Form.
Rationale: The IHSA will be the clearinghouse for team records.

• (VIII-M-7) Toss-up topic must be different from bonus topic. 
Question topics should be ordered in a non-predictable way. The 
last three toss-up and bonus topics may not be miscellaneous.
Rationale: Ensures the surprise element of the match and avoids 
the appearance of a match being decided by a trivial question..

• (VIII-M-8) Bonus parts related and tied together with a setup.
Rationale: Consistent with common practice.

• (VIII-M-9) Preferred style for toss-ups is multi-clue (pyramid).
Rationale: Rewards knowledge, while at the same time allows 
two teams without experts to answer most of the toss-ups.

• (VIII-M-10) Preferred style for bonus questions is single-clue.
Rationale: Keeps matches to a reasonable length.

• (VIII-M-11) Order computational bonus from hardest to easiest.
Rationale: Gives teams the most time to solve the hardest part.

• (VIII-M-12) Question writers to list alternative correct answers.
Rationale: Makes the moderator’s job easier with fewer appeals.

• (VIII-M-13) Questions to be pristine, plagiarism not permitted.
Rationale: Consistent with a belief shared by almost everyone.

• (VII-M-14) Vast majority of questions should be academic; 
questions should be from a variety of places and eras; general 
trend should be increasing in difficulty from Regionals onward.
Rationale: Questions should reward broad academic knowledge; 
question difficulty should be commensurate with team ability.

• (VIII-O-2) Replace Computers with Programming & Scripting
Rationale: Maintains the integrity of the Mathematics Category.

• (VIII-O-3) Replace History with US History and World History
Rationale: More history questions reflects typical HS curriculum.

• (VIII-O-3) Group Psychology, Philosophy, and Sociology into a 
single minor Social Science Sub-Category.
Rationale: Less Social Science reflects typical HS curriculum.

• (VIII-O-5) Change Arts to Fine Arts and modify the Sub-Catego-
ries as follows: Art History, Music History, Music Theory, Art 
Theory, Artistic Dance, Musical Theater, and Architecture
Rationale: Reduces the number of pop culture questions in Arts.

• (VIII-O-6) Replace Business with Technology
Rationale: Puts business questions under Consumer Ed; Technolo-
gy is an area that is becoming more important in our world.

• (VIII-P-5) Increase Fine Arts from 3 & 3 to 4 & 4 per round.
• (VIII-P-6) Reduce Miscellaneous from 3 & 3 to 2 & 2 per round.
Rationale: Fine Arts is academic, Miscellaneous can be like trivia.

Rule Book Recommendations

• (3-E-6)  If a team leaves the room during a time-out, someone 
will be sent to call them back to the room before time is up.

• (3-E-8) When time-out ends, teams have time to get seated.

• (3-F-1) Maximum halftime increased from 2 to 5 minutes.

• (4-A-3h, 4-I-1g) Coach may designate a player to make an appeal.

• (4-B-3) Restarting or repeating without adding confusion is OK.

• (4-B-8, 4-C-2) If a required form or constraint is specified, an-
swers in a different form should be ruled incorrect. If an answer is 
given on an early buzz before a form or constraint is specified, and 
it meets the intent of the question, then it should be ruled correct.

• (4-B-9) Math answers must be given in a “simplest form.”

• (4-B-10) Former names should be ruled incorrect; disputed names 
may require an appeal. Commonly-known maiden names are OK.

• (4-C-1a) For persons known by one name, that name is sufficient.

• (4-E-3c) Ignore requests to repeat from non-Captain; no penalty.

• (4-K-3) Moderator can change a decision on the previous bonus, 
but only on a bonus part that both teams had a chance to answer.

• (4-K-4) Moderator may rule the first team’s possibly-correct an-
swer incorrect, even if it might later be proven to be correct, to al-
low the second team to answer before an appeal is initiated.

• (4-L-1, 2, 3, 4) Standard procedure for dealing with distractions.

Other Matters Discussed by the Advisory Committee

• Proposal to require a minimum number of matches did not pass.

• Eliminaton of Seeding Meetings was discussed but not proposed.

• The IHSA will try to finalize Regional hosts prior to the Seeding 
Meetings. If there are still openings, coaches may offer to host.

• The only guarantee is Seeds 1 & 2 will be in separate Regionals.

• The IHSA will sponsor and facilitate an email-based pre-event 
proofreading system for Regional and Sectional questions.

• Printed questions will continue to be sent to hosts. Hosts will be 
asked to destroy them instead of sending them back to the IHSA.

• IHSSBCA will continue to implement moderator certification.

• IHSSBCA will offer to help the IESA offer sessions of interest to 
high school Scholastic Bowl coaches at the IESA workshop.

• Agreed that the Masonic Tournament should count as one date.

• Agreed that there should be an All-Tournament team in Peoria.

The IHSSBCA Steering Committee held its spring cybermeeting 
Saturday, May 13, 2006.

Members participating: David Reinstein, Cheryl Christianson, 
Rob Grierson, Linda Greene, Susan Martin, Deb Voorhees. David 
Riley and Tom Egan participated by telephone.

David Reinstein, Chair, called the meeting to order at 8:25 a.m.

Reports: 
Membership – Rob Grierson reported that there are now 296 
members; next year’s goal is 300. Newsletter – Rob Grierson re-
ported that he has enough articles for the May and September is-
sues. Treasurer’s Report – Deb Voorhees said that she will send it 
later by email. Calendar – David Riley has compiled a tentative 
calendar for next year, which will be published in the May news-
letter. The Team Illinois Tryouts and IHSSBCA Annual Meeting 
have been moved to the second Sunday in February. 

Discussion and Decisions:
Moderators’ Certification – After much discussion, it was decided 
that (1) this year’s certification will be extended through the ’06-
’07 season for the 25 moderators who took and passed the test; (2) 
we are working out a system that will allow people to take the test 
at the beginning of the school year; (3) a few new questions will 
be written for the test to reflect any rules changes, but no major 
revisions will be made in the test for the ’06-’07 season; (4) we 
will pilot an on-line version of the test with a small number of 
test-takers next year, and expand it in ’07-’08 if it works well; (5) 
we plan to work with the IESA to sponsor a rules clinic for mod-
erators at its 2006 fall workshop; and (6) we will provide modera-
tors with rating postcards to give coaches at tournaments. The 
coaches will be asked to return the cards either to the tournament 
host or directly to the IHSSBCA. The coaches’ ratings can be 
used to provide feedback to the moderators and to help choose 
moderators for IHSA State. Reinstein, Riley, Egan, Grierson, and 
Greene will exchange ideas on implementation of this, what scale 
to use, etc. over the summer. At this point, we envision a three-
level process for certification: a moderator may become test-certi-
fied, clinic-certified, and, finally, ratings-certified.
Awards Banquet – Next year’s event will be at ISU in Normal on 
Saturday, April 21, 2007. David Riley will research potential 
sponsors for the banquet and check into group rates at a local ho-
tel. Banquet attendees will be asked to arrive at 5:30 pm, and it 
will begin at 6 pm. We may need a larger room. A time limit of 
10 minutes (5 each for presenter and inductee) was suggested for 
Hall of Fame and Rob Grierson Friend of Scholastic Bowl award 
winners. Other banquet details will be decided later.
Kickoff Tournaments – A proposal to raise the entry fee to $40 for 
the Kickoff and Turnabout Tournaments passed. We also voted to 
use Aegis as the question provider for the Kickoff Tournaments.
Expansion of Steering Committee – David Reinstein said he will 
be contacting people this week.

Due to the time, all other agenda items were tabled until the next 
meeting, which will take place at Cheryl Christianson’s country 
home on a date in August to be determined. Topics include: All-
Sectional Team, Team Illinois 2nd coach, blacklist for Turnabout 
Tournaments, should the Coaches’ Poll results be put on the 
website?, balancing the budget, and ethics guidelines.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:05 am.
