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Illinois Masonic Academic Bowl
2007 Tournament Registrations Underway
by Dale Thayer, Masonic Tournament Coordinator

  The 2007 Illinois Masonic Academic Bowl plans are well under-
way. As of November 29th, there were 163 high schools already 
registered in the tournament. I would like to remind all high 
schools that the schools pay no entry fees as our tournament is 
completely funded by the Masons of Illinois. All 757 IHSA-mem-
ber high schools were mailed the information via first-class mail 
on August 28, 2006, but in some cases it may not have reached 
the right person. If you have not yet received the tournament infor-
mation, or can not find the forms, please contact me  via email at 
<thayerdale@mchsi.com>. Please enter before December 15, 
2006, as this makes my job of setting up the regional tournament 
sites much easier and allows time for the schools to be notified as 
to where they will be competing so they can make appropriate 
transportation arrangements. You are not required to obtain spon-
sorship from a Masonic Lodge. All that is necessary on your part 
is to send me the entry information. My committee performs the 
task of getting Masonic Lodges to sponsor the schools.

  This will be the 24th consecutive year for the Illinois Masonic 
Academic Bowl. The participation by high schools was down last 
year due to a scheduling conflict with the state-wide math compe-
tition, but we do not have this conflict for the 2007 tournament. 
The highest number of regional tournament sites that we have had 
has been 14 (last year we dropped to 13 sites due to the scheduling 
conflict), but our committee is working towards getting enough 
schools entered this year so we can have 15 regional sites. This 
will require over 224 high schools to enter the tournament. This is 
achievable! (In 2005 we had 193 schools participate, and in 2006 
we had 190 participate.) We have plenty of room left for our 2007 
tournament, so enter now. Let’s make this the largest Illinois Ma-
sonic Academic Bowl that we have had! If you are unsure about 
entering, please talk with some of your fellow-coaches that have 
participated, and get their input.

  We have received high praise from individual coaches, students, 
and the Illinois High School Scholastic Bowl Coaches Associa-
tion (IHSSBCA) for the way this tournament is organized and op-
erated. Teams look forward to competing in our tournament each 
year. In the May 2006 issue of Scholastic Visions , the editor ad-
ded the following at the bottom of my article: “Editors Note: We 
salute and thank the Masons of Illinois for their contributions to 
Illinois Scholastic Bowl over the past 23 years. What an achieve-
ment – from one tournament with sixteen schools awarding 
$1,000 in 1983, to more than a dozen tournaments statewide in-
volving nearly 200 schools and awarding over $25,000 in 2006 – 
more than $400,000 total in 23 years.”

  On April 22, 2006, the IHSSBCA held their First Annual Rec-
ognition Banquet on the campus of Illinois State University. I was 
pleased to be able to attend this event and was very happy to hear 
the compliments that were publicly stated throughout the evening 
about the quality of our tournament. Four coaches were inducted 
into the IHSSBCA Hall of Fame. Each of the presenters for these 
4 coaches made some very positive remarks about the Masonic 
Academic Bowl over the 23 years of our existence. Each of the re-
cipients made very powerful statements about what the Illinois 
Masonic Academic Bowl has accomplished over the years for 
Scholastic Bowl in Illinois. Printed in the program booklet was 
the following: “On behalf of the thousands of players and coaches 
who attend this annual tournament [Illinois Masonic Academic 

Bowl] every year, we graciously thank the Grand Lodge of Illi-
nois, Ancient Free & Accepted Masons, for their sponsorship of 
this endeavor which has benefited so many programs [high school 
Scholastic Bowl] across the state.” I would like to extend my ap-
preciation to the Scholastic Bowl coaches and team members for 
competing in the Illinois Masonic Academic Bowl and helping 
this tournament to become so very successful.

  If your school has not previously participated in our tournament, 
please seriously consider joining us for the 2007 tournament. Our 
tournament is a double-elimination tournament with a consolation 
bracket, so each team is guaranteed 2 matches. We have a maxi-
mum of 16 schools at each regional site. The winner of each re-
gional tournament automatically advances to our state tournament. 
The state tournament will be made up of 16 schools – the winners 
of each regional site, plus a sufficient number of second-place 
teams to complete the 16-team state bracket. The second-place 
teams will be selected based upon the total number of points 
scored in the regional tournament for that day.

  We award scholarship money to the top 5 finishing teams at each 
tournament site. We assume that in 2007 we will award the same 
monetary amounts as last year, but it is not yet finalized. Last 
year’s amounts were as follows:

Regional Champion $ 500
Regional Second Place $ 400
Regional Third Place $ 300
Regional Fourth Place $ 100
Regional Consolation Champion $ 200
State Champion $ 2,000
State Second Place $ 1,250
State Third Place $ 950
State Fourth Place $ 450

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Certified Moderators!
  IHSSBCA certifies Scholastic Bowl Moderators, and we are ex-
panding certification this year with Moderator Rating Cards.

  Last year, we began certifying moderators by offering a multiple 
choice test. The test, which we have now updated to include rule 
changes for this year, has fifty questions. To become certified, a 
moderator must get at least forty-five questions correct. It is open 
book, and we would love to have more moderators and coaches 
take it as a way of learning the rules. Twenty-five moderators 
passed the test last year. If you are interested in taking it, simply 
click the link on our website’s home page and print out the PDF. 

  For the first time this year, we are giving moderators the oppor-
tunity to have a second level of certification. To reach the second 
level, moderators who have already passed the test should get 
coaches to fill out moderator certification cards. If you are a coach 
who often moderates halves of matches, you can have your op-
ponent fill out the card. Moderators who get ten cards filled out 
with sufficiently positive reviews will earn Match Certification.

  We all know that coaches often complain about moderators. 
This system is an excellent opportunity to recognize good mod-
erators and help moderators improve. Please take the test as a first 
step and encourage other people to do likewise. Once you have 
passed the test, we will send you the Rating Cards so that you 
can receive feedback on your moderating.

  If you are a coach who is given a Moderator Rating Card, please 
fill it in and give it to the Tournament Director or add a 24 cent 
stamp and mail it in to the address on the back.

  As we prepare for the upcoming Scholastic Bowl season, here is 
an update on the procedures for All-Sectional/All-State selection for 
2006-2007. This is a program that recognizes the best players in the 
state for their play. Although the process requires a little extra work 
on the part of the coach, the benefits are many. Player recognition 
(just as in other IHSA activities/sports) leads to good P.R. and re-
flects well on the school, the team, and the coach.

  The IHSSBCA has made some changes to the All-Sectional 
Teams this year. So that coaches can make informed decisions 
about the abilities of All-Sectional nominees, we are requiring that 
nominees must play at least six matches before the Seeding Meet-
ing. To ensure that electors have seen a broad sample of matches, 
we are only allowing coaches to vote for the All-Sectional Team if 
their team has played at least six matches before the Seeding Meet-
ing. Additionally, to reflect the increased size of team rosters, there 
will now be up to eight students chosen from each Sub-Sectional.

  To continue an option begun last year, a coach can nominate a 
player not on their team. You can only nominate a player on anoth-
er team if that player's team is below the maximum number of two 
nominees. Also, players nominated by the coach of another team 
will not be eligible to advance for All-State consideration.

  At the Seeding Meetings on Tuesday, February 6, coaches who at-
tend may nominate up to two of their own players for All-Sectional 
honors. The coaches present then vote to choose eight players to re-
ceive this honor. The four top players in each Sub-Section will 
move on to compete for All-State honors.

  We are now in our sixth year, and this has become a big deal for 
the students. Like last year, the All-State honorees will receive their 
awards at our Awards Banquet in Bloomington/Normal. So, if you 
even suspect that you might have an eligible player, visit our web-
site <www.ihssbca.org> after January 1 and download a nomination 
form and a set of very clear instructions. You can email Tom Egan 
<eganphysics@aol.com> if you have questions that are not an-
swered in the instructions.

  Each Sectional will also choose one coach from the Section to 
serve as an All-State selector. Selectors do not need to travel or at-
tend a meeting. The forms for the top All-Sectional players are 
mailed to your home, and you have a week to rank 20 players (it 
only takes about two hours). You email your lists, and you are 
done. Your votes are not shared. With sixteen geographically-dis-
tributed selectors, there is a better chance that the decisions being 
made will be the best possible. Please consider volunteering to be a 
selector. The voting is arranged so that being a selector does not af-
fect the chances of somebody from your team making All-State.

Keeping Accurate Statistics is a Key

  At the minimum, coaches should track the total number of toss-
ups, as well as the number of toss-ups answered in matches against 
‘top’ teams. Coaches can improve a player’s chance of being select-
ed by tracking the number of toss-ups in each category (easily done 
on a spreadsheet), and the percent of toss-ups answered correctly 
(total correct / total attempted).

  Some coaches have begun to include an average correct toss-ups 
per 20 questions, rather than per match, since average per match can 
be skewed depending on the number of questions in each match. 
The more information that you can provide, the more likely it will 
be that your player will receive strong attention from the selectors.

All-Sectional, All-State Process

  The ISBE (Illinois State Board of Education) each year desig-
nates the IHSSBCA as the organization responsible for selecting 
outstanding academic competitors to represent Illinois in Florida 
at the Panasonic Academic Challenge in June.

  If you have an outstanding player who you believe is one of the 
best academic competitors in the state – either a “generalist” or a 
“specialist” –  you should nominate her or him for Team Illinois. 
Nominations must be made by January 10, using the form on our 
website <www.ihssbca.org>. Nomination is a required first 
step in the selection process, which also requires that the student 
attend a Selection Event on Sunday, February 11, in Blooming-
ton. Selection for the team is based on tryout scores, past perfor-
mance at tournaments, academic record, their coach’s recom-
mendation, and a personal essay. Even a superior tryout score 
does not automatically secure a position. This year, there will be 
up to four members of last year’s team at the tryouts.

  The IHSSBCA contributes roughly $2,000 towards the team’s 
expenses. For a number of years, team members’ families or 
schools have been required to chip in $300 plus airfare; thanks to 
a grant from the Chicago Tribune Foundation that includes a 
$100 transportation rebate for each student, the family/school 
amount has been reduced to $200 plus airfare for 2007. 

  Team members are required to attend several practice sessions in 
April, May, and June. Team Illinois will leave for Florida on 
Friday June 22 and return on Wednesday June 27. Illinois has 
finished in the top six for five of the ten years the IHSSBCA 
has sent an All-Star team to Florida. Team Illinois photos 
and results going back to 1997 are on the IHSSBCA website.

  I suppose that it’s necessary to begin this article with an expla-
nation of just what Frosh/Soph is. Frosh/Soph is not JV. In high 
school and college sports, it is generally held that the JV team is 
made up of the players that are not good enough to be on the 
Varsity team. Sure, this is just fine for sports, but is this really 
applicable for Scholastic Bowl? For the most part, the term Junior 
Varsity has eroded from the titles of tournaments around the state; 
and for good reason. Even rookie Seniors have, in a way, been 
practicing for Scholastic Bowl three years longer than Freshmen 
have. They have been through US History and Algebra already, 
while not all freshmen have.

  “But Matt,” you might say, “what if I have a freshman who’s so 
good that he is already starting regularly on my Varsity team? Is it 
ok for me to play him on my F/S team? He is a freshman after 
all.”

  Well. This is an interesting situation. This player will likely win 
all-tournament honors at any Frosh/Soph tournament he attends, if 
not completely obliterate the competition. One has to wonder, is 
this really ethical?

  The answer to this dilemma lies within each particular coach’s 
view of what Frosh/Soph competition is trying to accomplish.

  Many coaches view the Frosh/Soph arena much like Major 
League Baseball regards AAA baseball. They view it as a develop-
mental league. Players in F/S competition should be honing their 
skills, learning new things and getting ready for Varsity play in a 
year or two. 

  “But Matt,” you might remark, “aren’t they preparing for Varsity 
in a year or two by getting more experience? The players they’re 
playing with at those Frosh/Soph tournaments are the ones who 
will be their teammates in a few years.” This is very true. Allow-
ing these exceptional players to play at the Frosh/Soph level not 
only helps them in this regard, but it also allows them to socialize 
with other students that are in their own age group. While it 
might not seem long, that three year gap between Freshmen and 
Seniors is a gaping chasm that is tricky to traverse.

  There is no state championship series for Frosh/Soph teams, like 
there is in some other states. Frosh/Soph records are not counted 
towards each school’s overall record. Where is the necessity to pad 
one’s F/S record with easy victories?

  “But Matt,” you might interject, “if wins don’t count, then 
neither do losses!” Touché. Why would any team care about those 
thrashings they receive? One question that one has to ask oneself 
is “By bringing said outstanding player back to F/S level, is their 
presence harmful to the development of other players around 
them?” It is obviously quite possible that the players that play 
against this Wunderkind are likely to lose hope quickly, becoming 
reserved to a loss early in the match, or maybe even before the 
match. It is also possible that those players on the same team as 
the extraordinary player will become reliant on their input, and 
will be themselves stunted in their growth.

  “But Matt,” you might mention, “are these same students not 
also being motivated towards victory? Those students who are 
consistently winning; are they not acquiring a taste for success? 
When defeat is eventually handed to them, is it not made all the 
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F/S on Varsity & Vice Versa:

more sour by those victories? For those teams that are losing, are 
they not driven further to beat this team that is able to time and 
again overpower them?” Motivation is a big factor in the perfor-
mance of players of Scholastic Bowl. It is up to the coach to ob-
serve what exactly is going on as a result of this exceptional 
player’s attendance, and what exactly they want to accomplish by 
playing said player.

  This decision is clearly for no one but the coach to decide, and 
that coach must weigh his or her players’ input and needs into his 
or her decision.

Editor’s Note: IHSA Rule 5.342(b), Scholastic Bowl Contest 
Limitation, states that, “No individual shall compete on more 
than eighteen (18) dates of interscholastic contests, exclusive of 
the IHSA series.”Regardless of your personal view of the ethics 
involved, if you have an amazing freshman or sophomore who is 
playing both levels, make sure s/he plays no more than 18 dates.

Do You Speak NAQT?

 For two years now, I have hosted our NAQT State Qualifier. 
Many of you may have seen it or other NAQT tournaments such 
as the Northwestern Wildcat Tournament in our tournament 
schedule but have had no idea what it’s all about. The purpose of 
this article is to provide some basic information.

 NAQT stands for National Academic Quiz Tournaments. Since 
1996, they have promoted both college and high school quiz 
bowl by providing study guides and questions for an extensive 
calendar of tournaments across the nation. These tournaments 
culminate in their State Qualifiers that are usually held in Febru-
ary or March, which in turn culminate in their national tourna-
ment. Their first high school national championship was in 1999 
with 26 teams in Norman, Oklahoma (compared to 128 teams in 
Chicago in 2006!).

 I assumed that it was high time we had our own State Qualifier 
and hosted our first one in 2005. Prior to that, Illinois teams 
could attend other states’ qualifiers since they had none of their 
own (my team won the Iowa State Qualifier in 2004!). 

 The format is considerably different from what we are used to in 
Illinois. Matches are usually timed (9 minute halves). Tossup 
questions are quick recall but in pyramid style; i.e., obscure 
clues leading to fairly easy ones, although not always buzzer 
beaters. There is no subject distribution similar to IHSA. Com-
putational math questions are fairly rare unless they involve a 
trick, but social studies, arts and miscellaneous topics abound. 
Science questions are more likely to involve a famous scientist 
or knowledge of the periodic table, biological taxonomy, etc. 
rather than computational science problems. There are no boun-
cebacks on bonuses, and bonus parts are read and answered one 
part at a time. This makes for a very fast-paced game that can 
catch you off guard when you first encounter it, but in time you

get used to the rhythm. Then, in my ten years of hearing and 
reading NAQT questions, my colleagues and I have rarely caught 
an error—the questions are thoroughly researched and cross-
checked.

 Let me emphatically state that our NAQT qualifier is in no way 
meant to supersede or be a competitor to our IHSA State Series. 
It is simply a supplemental tournament for those who wish ex-
perience in the NAQT format, which is one of the preferred col-
lege formats. For the past two years, NAQT has held their na-
tional tournament at the Crowne Plaza O’Hare in Chicago. The 
2007 nationals will also be in Chicago, the specific site is yet to 
be announced..

 Next year, I hope to get at least 16 teams but would happily ex-
pand to 32 if the interest warrants it. If you would like an invita-
tion, please email me at <driley@loy.org>.

 This past summer, Winnetka New Trier made the playoffs and 
Wilmette Loyola and Lincolnshire Stevenson each went 5-5 at the 
NAQT National Championship in Chicago.

  One way for a coach to host a Scholastic Bowl tournament 
when there is a problem with funding is to have a service group 
take charge. One such group is the Rotary Club. There are a 
number of schools in Illinois that have held successful Rotary 
tournaments.

  According to Dr. Sue Schmitt, one of the oldest Rotary compe-
titions in the state took place in Streator beginning in 1962. The 
late Dr. Bill Schiffbauer organized the first tournament, and even 
coached the first team. At that time, there were few, if any, com-
panies writing Scholastic Bowl questions, so Dr. Schiffbauer 
wrote the questions for the tournaments. Eventually the competi-
tion grew to include schools from most parts of the state. The 
first tournaments held competitive play during the day, and then 
in the evening, the championship rounds took place in the audi-
torium. Then the teams wore their best suits or dresses, and pic-
tures of sculptures or paintings were projected onto a screen whe-
never art questions were asked.

  Today, the Streator Rotary Club purchases questions from com-
panies, but occasionally Dr. Schmitt and fellow Rotarians will 
write additional questions as needed for the competition. In addi-
tion, all of the tournament personnel are community volunteers, 
and most of them continue to help each year.

  Galesburg High School hosts another great Rotary tournament. 
According to GHS assistant principal Steve Eisemann, the Gales-
burg Noon Rotary started the competition in 1987. Mr. Eise-
mann and his wife, Rosemary, coached the team from 1990-
1996. Galesburg Rotarians wanted to “showcase” an academic 
competition since so much attention had always been on the ath-
letic programs. The Rotary Club pays for all tournament costs 
including the questions, refreshments and trophies. In addition, 
the club provides the tournament workers. The competitions ini-
tially involved four teams, but now sixteen teams usually com-
pete in bracket play.

  Eventually, Mr. Eisemann handed over his coaching duties to 
someone else due to the birth of his sons, but he continued as the 

chief organizer of the tournament. He states, “After having been 
the coach and also organizing the tournament, I knew the amount 
of work involved and felt that the coach needed to be responsible 
for the team and not worry about the details on tournament day. 
This also kept there from being any speculation from about the 
integrity of the questions of the tournament.”

  The tournament now occurs during the first part of February, but 
Mr. Eisemann has only had to cancel and reschedule one time due 
to weather problems like ice storms or blizzards. Some schools 
have had to cancel because the weather in their area was bad, and 
Mr. Eisemann has had his share of 5:30 A.M. phone calls from 
coaches asking if the tournament would still be held. 

  Both Dr. Schmitt and Mr. Eisemann are definitely friends of 
Scholastic Bowl for running wonderful Rotary tournaments, and 
they have also been mentors for other coaches wanting to start 
tournaments. In fact, the Macomb High competition is modeled 
after the GHS tournament. If you attend a Streator or Galesburg 
competition this year, please thank Dr. Schmitt, Mr. Eisemann, 
and the Rotary volunteers for all of their hard work in making 
their tournaments successful.

  The following is a list of steps to help coaches organize a tour-
nament sponsored by a community organization like the Rotary 
Club:

1. Call the organization to ask if they would sponsor the tourna-
ment, and explain the costs of the tournament for questions, tro-
phies, refreshments, and medals (if there is an All Tournament 
Team). You will need three volunteers per room along with a 
board scorer.

2. Select a date, and schedule this on the school calendar.

3. Decide how many schools will compete. It is better to start 
small, and then expand later.

4. Send out invitations to schools at least three months in ad-
vance. Information in the invitation should include the registra-
tion fee, a map to the school, a time for the coaches’ meeting, and 
an explanation of tournament play such as round-robin or pools. 
It is a good idea to explain how teams advance to the final 
rounds, and how a tie will be handled.

5. Order the questions, trophies, medals, and refreshments.

6. Try to have a hospitality room for the tournament personnel, 
bus drivers, and coaches. 

7. Make sure that you have extension cords for the buzzer sys-
tems.

8. Try to have a math expert to handle disputes.

As a coach, you may be the chief organizer for your meet, but 
having an organization sponsor the competition will surely make 
your job easier.

Editor’s Note: The Rotary International website, located at 
<www.rotary.org>, offers a document entitled “How to Work 
with Rotary.” It states, “All Rotary clubs meet weekly to share 
information with members and to decide which projects the club 
plans to support. Once you have targeted a specific Rotary club 
using the “Club Locator” on this site, there are several ways to 
proceed. Invite club members to observe [your team in action]; 
offer to give a presentation at a club meeting; invite a club mem-
ber to speak to your [team]; provide informational material for 
club members; or prepare an article for the club bulletin.”
