* Events marked with an asterisk  are academic competitions (and testing dates) that do not fit the IHSA’s definition of Scholastic Bowl 
contests. We list them because they might be of interest to, or cause scheduling conflicts for, a number of your players.

  During the defined season, you and your Scholastic Bowl team may participate in non-Scholastic Bowl academic events. Results from those ev-
ents do not become part of your record for seeding purposes, and such events do not count towards your 18 Scholastic Bowl dates.

  Outside the defined season, your Scholastic Bowl team can’t organize, practice, or compete, but students who were/are on your Scholastic Bowl 
team may join club teams, or teams unaffiliated with the school, that can participate in non-Scholastic Bowl academic events.

  This is an unofficial interpretation of IHSA rules. For an official ruling on whether an event qualifies as 
Scholastic Bowl, or what you or your team can or can’t do, contact Anthony Holman at the IHSA Office.

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Science Bowl:
A Little-Known Treasure

  On Saturday, February 1st, 16 teams composed of students who 
are particularly accomplished in science and math competed in the 
annual Illinois Science Bowl Regional tournament. Several years 
ago, the national Science Bowl program was created under the aus-
pices of the U.S. Department of Energy, and nationwide participa-
tion has increased every year. The Illinois regional tournament, held 
this year at Cary-Grove high school, has been organized, funded, and 
operated for the past four years by Motorola Corporation. Believe 
me when I say that Motorola does a wonderful job of putting on a 
great event. Every year my students say this is one of the best tour-
naments they ever attended.

So what is  it  l ike to compete in Science Bowl?

  Teams are limited to five players (four competitors and one alter-
nate). The actual matches are much like Scholastic Bowl competi-
tions with a few differences:

  • Obviously, all questions are science- or math-related;

  • All moderators, timers, scorers, and scientific experts are em-
ployees of Motorola, and they do a marvelous job. Many match 
officials are experienced Science Bowl veterans which makes 
things run very smoothly;

  • The tournament is double-elimination format; 

  • All toss-up and bonus questions are either short answer or multi-
ple choice format with no rebound on the bonus questions. A 
team can really rack up the points if they get the tossups; and,

  • The coaches have no role whatsoever in the matches. All protests 
regarding problems with questions or rules of competition must 
come from the players themselves so the kids had better know 
the rules well.

  Players with Scholastic Bowl experience definitely have an advan-
tage in this competition because they know how to listen carefully 
and have the confidence to buzz in quickly or early.

  In addition, Motorola provides each team with matching team T-
shirts (I’m wearing mine as I type this article), team pictures, along 
with breakfast and lunch on competition day. These added benefits 
certainly get my team’s attention every year.

What happens if you are lucky enough to win?

  I entered my Stevenson team in the Science Bowl Regional two 
years ago. I didn’t know much about the tournament, but I decided 
to have my Scholastic Bowl team enter since we had an available 
weekend. Lo and behold, we happened to win that day and got a few 
big surprises as a result. In addition to really nice trophies for the 
top four places, each member of the top four teams received some 
kind of electronic product from Motorola (cell phones, two-way ra-
dios, etc.). Then we had three months to get ready for a four-day trip 
to Washington, D.C. where we competed as the Illinois representa-
tive in the National Science Bowl tournament against the best 
teams from across the nation. We spent the four days touring the 
city, listening to seminars given by science experts, and competing. 
All expenses were paid by the Department on Energy. My only job 

was to make sure we got to the airport on time. It was a once in a 
lifetime trip for the kids (and me too). We didn’t win the tourna-
ment in Washington, but we came home as winners all the same.

How can you get your team into Science Bowl?

  Julie is the Science Bowl event coordinator for Motorola. She 
tries to schedule the event on a convenient Saturday in February, 
and does her best to avoid conflicts with other major Saturday ev-
ents. The national tournament is always the first weekend in May.

  If this sounds like good tournament for your team, contact Julie 
and get on her list for next year. Space will be limited so “first 
come-first served” will be in effect. You won’t be sorry!!! 

Moderating the State Series

  For consistency around the state, and to set the tone for the state 
series, the IHSSBCA is suggesting that moderators at Regionals 
and Sectionals follow these instructions to start the day.

  After welcoming teams to the Regional/Sectional and introducing 
yourself and your assistant(s), please read the following before the 
start of the first match. It should be read if it is the first match of 
the day for either team: 

  “I have been instructed to read this message before the beginning 
of the first match to make sure that everybody here is clear on 
some of the basic rules of Scholastic Bowl. More detailed rules are 
in the IHSA Scholastic Bowl Rule Book, which is mailed each 
year to every coach.

  “During toss-up questions, no consultation of any kind is al-
lowed, including looking at each other’s papers. You cannot re-
quest the repeat of a toss-up question. You must be recognized by 
name before you give an answer. If you blurt out an answer before 
you are recognized, it will not be accepted. Once you are rec-
ognized, you must begin answering within three seconds. I will 
call time after three seconds and will not accept answers after that. 

  “During the reading of bonus questions, you may look at each 
other’s papers while the question is being read. After I am done 
reading the bonus, you may consult in any way with each other. 
Only the captain of the controlling team can request the repeat of a 
bonus question. Once time is called by either the timer or the con-
trolling team, you must stop consulting and writing immediately. 
I will give you up to three seconds to pass your papers to a single 
person on your team. The noncontrolling team’s captain can make 
check marks while the other team gives its answers, but no other 
writing is allowed.”

  “If you have questions as to whether or not an answer should be 
accepted or whether match rules have been followed, it is up to 
your coach to initiate an appeal with me. I will ignore any respect-
ful appeals made by students and will penalize teams for unsports-
manlike behavior. Your opinion will only be considered if it is 
asked for or if it is in support of your opponent.

  After the Scholastic Bowl season comes to an end in late March, 
Illinois Scholastic Bowl teams must disband until September. Of-
ten, the students who have played on your Scholastic Bowl team 
will join other clubs or community groups that enter academic 
competitions that do not fit the definition of Scholastic Bowl. Ex-
amples include chess teams, science olympiads, math meets, 
speech events, spelling bees, and the Knowledge Master Open.

  The following national academic tournaments, in which teams of 
four players compete, do not fit the IHSA definition of Scholastic 
Bowl. However, they may be attractive to school or community 
clubs that your Scholastic Bowl players join after your season is 
over, so we therefore provide the relevant information here.

Making Good Players Great

  I was a good Scholastic Bowl player after my sophomore year. I 
had started on varsity since the first day of freshman year. I had 
won a few MVP honors at tournaments. My team and I won the 
last-ever Decatur MacArthur tournament in the spring of 2001. 
Other schools were starting to worry because I would be around for 
two more years.
 

  Junior year I was All-Sectional, All-State, and dominated my 
conference. My team lost seven times all year, winning some 47 
matches. I went from a one-dimensional specialist to someone 
who could answer questions all across the spectrum. My friend, 
Shaun Chokshi, went from a good player to being able to answer 
five out of six literature questions a match quickly and accurately.
 

  Four days in July are the reason why. It all started one Sunday 
during the afternoon, after Shaun and I (we were roommates) 
checked into our dorm room at Mr. Barry’s camp on the campus if 
Southeast Missouri State University in Cape Girardeau. We had 
previously decided that I needed to go from good to great in social 
studies and Shaun needed to pick up the literature. That year the 
team graduated four seniors and the juniors replacing them didn’t 
appear to be the best players. 
 

  After Mr. Barry introduced himself and the other camp directors, 
we were divvied up into one of three “majors.” As per plan, I 
choose Social studies, Shaun choose literature. Since I hadn’t tak-
en a U.S. History class, I was placed in the U.S. History branch 
of Social Studies. I thought it would be a waste, considering U.S. 
history was my specialty, but I voiced no complaints.
 

  After the first day, I realized I had a lot to learn. I wasn’t the 
best, and my ego couldn’t take being number two. I had to work 
hard, something I was not used to doing before in Scholastic 
Bowl, as it all came very easily to me. We were given handouts of 
Presidents, Supreme Court cases, quotes, phrases, and a nice time-
line, all relating to U.S. history. We covered everything from 
Columbus to the 2000 election. I can honestly say I learned more 
U.S. history in those four days at camp than in the nine months I 
spent in an AP course. In fact, I’m convinced those four days are 
the reason I got a 5 on the U.S. history AP test in May of 2002 
and not the aforementioned nine months of preparation.
 

  Sorry, I digress. After lunch and the trek up a grueling hill back 
to practice, they placed us in one of nine rooms based on our re-
sults from a couple of placement tests the afternoon before. I was 
placed in the second-best room and after two hours of intense ques-
tioning, I answered the most questions. Cool.
 

  We went to dinner, and back up the hill for the evening round. 
We were randomly placed in teams of players from all skill levels. 
I got to captain a team, something I’ve never done before. My 
team did not do well, while Shaun’s team (he was a captain as 
well) went on to win that day’s event. That one night is what 
made him captain of the team this year, a arrangement we both en-
joy to this day.
 

  For three more days the format went on like this: breakfast, 
morning “major” practice, lunch, afternoon practice, dinner, night-

ly tournament, bed. Four short days, and yet I would wager that a 
dedicated Scholastic Bowl player learns more during those four 
days than he could possibly learn in half a year of practice and 
competition with their own team. 
 

  I would highly recommend sending your best and most commit-
ted players to an ACE Quiz Bowl Camp at either Southeast Mis-
souri State University or Furman University. It will truly help 
elevate your players to the next level and beyond.

IHSSBCA Meeting Minutes
  Next year, the IHSSBCA will sponsor “Octangular” tourna-
ments throughout the state. The purpose of the Octangulars is to 
encourage schools to host small tournaments, which are easier to 
run, and which encourage and enable local competition. 

  The IHSSBCA will provide up to 7 rounds of questions free to 
any school that signs up to host an Octangular in February of 
2004. The host may determine their own method of inviting par-
ticipants and will send out their own invitations. The host may 
also decide whether to have a seven-match round-robin tournament 
on a Saturday, or a shorter tournament on a weekday afternoon and 
evening consisting of two pools of four-team round-robin fol-
lowed by a championship/consolation round. You can even host a 
Double Octangular (V-JV or Varsity-Frosh/Soph).

  The host school may set their own entry fee, pay moderators or 
have coaches share the duties as they wish, provide whatever tro-
phies, medals, or certificates they wish, and keep all the proceeds 
(after expenses) for their own team’s use.

  If you already host an eight-team tournament in February, or can 
move your eight-team tournament to February, you can partici-
pate as an Octangular host. If your conference or league has eight 
or fewer teams you can also sign on as an Octangular and use the 
IHSSBCA’s questions, as long as you do it in February.

  To sign up to host an Octangular, contact Tom Egan by email

may only enter one Octangular, since (obviously) the same ques-
tion sets will be used at each Octangular.
