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What, No Funding?

All across the state, school districts are suffering from budget
problems, and in Quincy, we are no exception. When the district
cut Scholastic Bowl last year, parents and players immediately let
the school board know that they wanted to raise the money to re-
instate it. In late April, the superintendent asked me to work with
the parents and students, which is how our odyssey began. Hope-
fully, what we learned may be of some help to you.

In May of 2003, we mailed invitations for a meeting to the
players and parents. At that meeting, we agreed to form a booster
club, elected officers and appoint a by-laws committee. The by-
laws specified the duties of the officers and a process for electing
new ones for the following year. We asked the school district to
create a line item in the budget for donated funds. The treasurer
deposited funds, but needed my signature to withdraw funds. We
agreed to meet on the second Thursday of every month at 7 pm
all year. | collected the email addresses from every parent that had
one and put them in a folder of my address book. | used these to
remind parents of meetings or if we needed input between meet-
ings. | also sent out things like our schedule and press releases.

First, the group decided to send a letter appealing to former
players for donations. It was more challenging than we anticipat-
ed to get the addresses. However, between the letter and personal
contacts, we received over a thousand dollars from our former
players.

Next, the booster club president wrote a letter to local business-
es and service clubs stressing how Scholastic Bow! teaches useful
skills and asking for donations to reinstate the program. The
player who was to become my captain, Joseph Bozdech, put to-
gether a group that wrote and presented a fifteen-minute program
for service clubs. I introduced them. They talked about the his-
tory of Scholastic Bowl, how to play and the skills you learn by
participating. Then, they had written 15 sample questions. They
gave everyone a piece of paper numbered 1 to 15 and read the
questions. Sometimes, they varied the number of questions based
on the time. For some of the questions, they would ask if the
"players" wanted choices, and they always did. At the end of the
questions, they gave the answers. Then, the "players" with the
most correct answers got stickers which said "Genius" and had a
picture of a light bulb. This was quite well received. Some mem-
bers gave individual donations on the spot or later. Altrusa
awarded us $500 for the fifth and sixth grade Scholastic Bowl
program. We also received grants from the service organization at
the high school and from the Quincy Service League for equip-
ment and materials.

| promoted the team shamelessly at every possible opportunity.
I emailed or faxed summaries of all the competitions and the fun-
draisers, and issued invitations to watch us to every media
source. We prepared a brochure about Scholastic Bowl to give out
at home meets and our community tournament. It featured a page
signed by the players thanking the community, a page explaining
what Scholastic Bowl is all about, pictures of our Scholastic
Bowl teams, and pictures and information about the three coach-
es. We sold advertising in the brochure and listed all of our

donors. We kept compiling new lists of advertisers and donors, so
that people would not be contacted twice. While we did not make
a huge sum from the advertising, it was a great way to recognize
our donors and the players were very proud of the brochures.

A pizza store owned by a parent gave us cards with discounts
valued at $25. We sold them for $5, which was all profit. The piz-
za place also set aside a number of nights and gave us 20% of the
profits on those nights. We purchased small newspaper ads and
publicized the nights in our schools and with our "many fans."

We arranged to purchase 200 dozen Krispy Kreme donuts the
morning of the Dogwood Parade and publicized the locations very
heavily. A parent drove down to pick them up at 5AM and we
sold each dozen for 3 dollars over cost. Then, the parent told me
he was donating the donuts. We made almost $1200.

Finally, we had a community tournament. We picked the date
early in the year and put it on every calendar we could. The stud-
ents wrote the questions and edited them, which was a great ex-
perience for them. We had ten teams, which all played each other
in very short matches of all toss-ups. There were short breaks,
which gave them only enough time to make it to our concession
stand for snacks and lunch. Almost everything for the concessions
was donated by parents or businesses, so that we made more than
a thousand dollars between concessions and entry fees. Then, we
sold the leftover baked goods at the school lunch on Monday. We
had enough meat, chips and soda left for our awards banquet.

Before the tournament, we had raised about $13,000 which
would have been about what we needed this year, if we had taken
all the planned trips. While the letter to businesses and service
clubs undoubtedly brought in the most money, there is no way to
identify precisely the impact of our various promotional activities.
I think that two things were key. One was letting the community
know about Scholastic Bowl. The other was letting the booster
club members originate the ideas. It would never have crossed my
mind to ask a business owner to donate 20% of his profits. | was
really nervous about the donut idea, but because the parents had
ownership in it, they made it work. We will be back at it next
year. So, if you have any suggestions or questions for us, you can
reach me at <coach4quincy@yahoo.com>.

This season has been a series of highs and lows, but the team
came together when it really mattered. Led by senior captain Nick
Buttrick, the team was a good mix of both experience and youth.

Banning the Ban

After years of somewhat embarrassingly being the only state to
ban Scholastic Bowl competition during the off season, the IHSA
prohibition has been lifted by a vote of the Principals of the state.

The ban was proposed by the Legislative Commission of the
IHSA several years ago and approved by the Principals at that
time. The prohibition forbid teams to organize, practice, or com-
pete between the State Championship and the next season.

While basketball is sponsored by schools year-round with sum-
mer leagues and autumn workouts, and wrestlers go year-round to
freestyle and greco-roman tournaments, and baseball has a summer
league, and football has 7-on-7 tournaments throughout the sum-
mer, Scholastic Bow!’s ban was absolute. Some coaches, even
those who would never take their team to a summer tournament,
felt this ban was a slap in the face to an activity that is desperately
trying to build a base of support. On top of that, while academic
activities are less expensive than sports activities, and have a di-
rect benefit on academic success, it was somehow deemed inap-
propriate to allow students to think and learn in the summer.

The new legislation allows Scholastic Bowl teams to practice for
and participate in no more than one tournament between the end
of the State Championship in March and the start of the next sea-
son in August. While this does not give the carte-blanche freedom
that speech, chess and other non-athletic activities have, it does al-
low schools to decide what is best for their players.The ban re-
mains in place for 2004, but is lifted with the 2004-05 season.

The Executive Committee of the IHSSBCA met in an online ‘chat
room’ on Sunday, May 2 at 9:30 am.

Participants: Sheila Baldridge, Ken Dentino, Tom Egan, Linda
Greene, Susan Martin, Kevin Palmer, David Reinstein, David Ri-
ley, Bob Schrempf, Debbie Voorhees.

Discussions:

« David Reinstein had prepared and sent out a list of “jobs”
(beyond the elected and appointed offices) that are crucial to the
conducting of routine IHSSBCA business, asking for volunteers to
take on the jobs. Debbie VVoorhees will be the “invitation mailer”
for the kickoff and turnabout tournaments. Linda Greene will be
the “congratulatory letter mailer” for teams that place in weekly
tournaments. David Reinstein will draft and send “publicity let-
ters” to the editors of the local papers in any town where a member
coach requests it.

* A dearth of volunteers for the All-State Selection Committees
led to the delay in announcing the teams. For next year, each Sec-
tional Host will be asked to conduct a public election at the Seed-
ing Meeting for a Selection Committee member. This will guaran-
tee a timely process and better geographic representation.

« Cathy Groesch and John Rathbun have agreed to kickstart the
Coaches’ Hall of Fame. A voting system similar to the Baseball
Hall of Fame will be used — and anyone who has coached for five
years can vote. Nominations should be sent to Cathy or John.

« David Riley had prepared and sent out a proposal for changes in
the Team Illinois Selection process. Several people offered ideas
and suggestions. The final plan is to have an individual round
(with each nominee being read the same batch of questions and no
other competitors in the room), followed by a group subject round
(nominees self-select one of three subject areas), followed by a
group ability round (each is nominee assigned to a room based on
their performance in the first two rounds). The process will better
allow nominees to demonstrate their knowledge and ability to
manage the format, without being locked out by a super strong no-
minee or a nominee giving too many wrong answers.

« The popularity of the Octangular Tournaments had led to many
rrequests for more flexibility in the dates for holding them. The
concern was that, the longer the spread of dates, the more potential
there could be for questions and answers to be shared between
players from differnt schools. The decision was to offer two
“windows”, one in Nov/Dec and the other in Jan/Feb, with differ-
ent sets of questions used during each “window”.

The meeting adjourned around 11:30 am. Next meeting will be
August 14 at Cheryl Christianson’s home in Morrison. The
“Annual Meeting” is scheduled for Sunday, February 6, 2005.
There will probably be another internet meeting on November 7.

The PACE Tournament at

Washington University

In January of 2003, | took my Scholastic Bowl team to
Washington University for the Second Annual PACE tournament
sponsored by the engineering fraternity. Why, you might ask,
would I get up at 4:00 am on a Saturday to do this? Because my
team wanted to try something new — and something new is what
we got.

This tournament was like no other that we had participated in.
We knew the format would be different from what we were used
to but all my students were willing to give it a try. We rented a
van, with money we had won from PAWAC and Masonic tourna-
ments, and left at 5:00 in the morning from Bloomington. One
set of parents drove behind us and one set of grandparents was
going to meet us at the university.

When we got to Washington University, everyone met in an au-
ditorium for general announcements. All participants were given
T-shirts. (Lunch was also provided for us at a later time.) It was
announced that teams from Detroit, Memphis and Atlanta had
flown in for this tournament. We were just beginning to figure
out how big a deal this tournament was and that was when uncer-
tainty set in.

We had a great season going. For a small Catholic school we
did very well in large tournaments and had not finished out of the
top 4 since the season began. When my kids would ask about the
competition, | had nothing to say — I didn’t even know where half
of these schools were located. Our round -robin bracket included
Chaminade, Fairfield, Hannibal, Parkway Central, and Salem and
we successfully defeated all of them except Parkway Central. This
was good enough to move on to the afternoon rounds where we
won the first match and lost the second match, thusly finishing in
the top 8.

This tournament was run very well and the fraternity members
were ready for all aspects of the day. Their readers were profes-
sional and prepared. The rooms were comfortable and ready to go
upon arrival. | suppose that if you are trying to promote this tour-
nament to far away schools that you go to all the trouble to make
sure the day runs smoothly and that is exactly what they did.

The format for this tournament was different from the IHSA for-
mat. Toss-ups were extremely long-winded and gave subtle clues
to the answer long before the actual question was asked. It was a
great format for a player who can "predict” the question. Bonus
questions were also different in that each part of the bonus re-
bounded to the other team before the next part was read to the
team who had won the bonus. The time limit on bonus questions
was less than 30 seconds as well. Since competition involved
teams of four players, it did not fit the IHSA definition of Scho-
lastic Bowl, and it did not count as a date on our playing sched-
ule.

Overall, this was a great tournament to attend. It was exciting
because we did not know what to expect from the competition
and because the format was unique. We had a great (as well as
very long) day that my kids will never forget. | highly recom-
mend that if you get a chance to participate in a tournament like
this, you make every effort to do so and spice up your Scholastic
Bowl life!

The Scholastic Bowl Advisory Committee met at the IHSA Of-
fice on April 14th. Attending: Anthony Holman (IHSA), Julie
Cochran (IESA), Jim Fenton (Carlinville), David Reinstein (New
Trier, IHSSBCA), Barbara Gottemoller (Decatur St. Teresa),
Cheryl Christianson (Sterling), Susan Martin (Wheaton North),
Linda Monge (Fairfield), Larry Zobrist (Springfield), Kathy Smy-
sor (Cuba), John Rathbun (State Final Tournament Manager) and
Rob Grierson (State Final Moderator Coordinator).

Terms & Conditions and Rule Book Recommendations

Changes to the Terms & Conditions must be approved by the
IHSA Board of Directors, which meets monthly. Minutes of their
meetings are posted regularly on the IHSA website.

* (V, B) Add a bullet point list for Sectional Managers to review
at the Seeding Meetings and for Regional Managers to review at
the Regional Coaches Meetings. Include matching tops, name
plates, sportsmanship, a reminder to review the T&C’s/Rules,
and a reminder that 5 players are required to start each match.

* (V, B, 3) Add an example that shows how to calculate the
weighted winning percentage.

* (V, B, 5) A 30-point penalty will be assessed at every round of
the Regional for any team that does not attend the Seeding Meet-
ing or submit the Team Information Report Form to the Seeding
Meeting. The deadline for the Report Form to be sent to the Sec-
tional host is 5:00 p.m. the day prior to the Seeding Meeting.

¢ (Rules 3-G-2e and 3-G-2b) If two teams have a tie score at the
end of a match the moderator shall randomly select a toss-up and
a randomly select a bonus question to use as the tiebreaker.

¢ (Rules 4-B-1b and 4-G-3d) If after triggering the lockout sys-
tem and gaining possession, but before being recognized a player
blurts out the answer; the only penalty is that a correct answer
will be worth 5 points instead of 10 points. An incorrect answer
will be simply ruled as incorrect with no penalty.

¢ (Rule 4-1-1e) Change appeal time from two to three minutes.

« (Rule 4-1-1f) No one other than the moderator or his/her des-
ignee may leave the room to do research or to consult with an-
yone outside the room.

¢ (Rule 4-1-11) An appeal shall not be charged as a time out.

 (VII, B and Rule 4-K-4) The moderator has the discretion to
accept variations provided the moderator is consistent with both
teams in accepting or rejecting variations.

e (VII, E and VII, F and VI11I-D) Increase the maximum team
roster size from 10 to 15 members throughout the State Series
and increase the number of medallions awarded to the top four
teams at the State Final from 13 to 18.

* (VII, R) Regional & Sectional Managers may allow the modera-
tors to view the questions starting one week prior to the round of
competition, and to bring their findings to the Moderators’ Meet-
ing. A sign-out sheet will record the chain of possession.

* (VII, O) Designate "Major" and "Minor" sub-categories that
questions will be written from. The BOLD, CAPALTILIZED,
UNDERLINED sub-categories are the major areas that the majori-
ty of the questions from that category will be drawn from. All du-
al-word categories (this slash that) have been eliminated, and
some sub-categories have been moved to other subject areas.

Additional Rule Book Recommendations

The following Rules will be changed to conform to changes in
the Terms & Conditions that were approved last year.

» The addition of several questions to the Team Record Report
Form so that teams that have not begun their season can include
alternative information about the strength of their team.

* Submission of a moderator’s email address by each Regional
and Sectional Host so that errata sheets can be disseminated to a
non-coach just prior to Regionals and Sectionals.

» Making the Rule Book and Case Book available as PDF docu-
ments on the IHSA website as soon as they have been updated.

The Octangulars (small tournaments where eight teams compete)
are over and done, and they were met with considerable success.
Many coaches and players reported that they preferred the smaller,
more intimate setting for tournaments. As a result, they will be
back next year. The host of an Octangular may invite seven other
teams of his/her choice to join his/her team in Scholastic Bowl
competition.

Not only will they be back and better than ever, there will be a
chance to offer or compete intwo of them. Based on the positive
responses, we will be offering two different sets of questions for
use in two different tournaments. While the exact dates are up to
the host, the first round will be slated for the tail end of Novem-
ber-early December, and the second round will be slated for the
end of January-early February.

Spotlight On ... Arun Thottumkara
by Suellyn Rieckelman, Macomb HS

Arun Thottumkara, a senior at Macomb High School, has re-
cently applied for a United States patent on a novel chemical rea-
gent that he has synthesized.

Arun, who will be majoring in chemistry or chemical biology at
Harvard in the fall, began conducting research at Western Illinois
University as a freshman in high school. His work focuses on the
synthesis and oxidative transformations facilitated by novel hy-
pervalent iodine oxidizing agents. Hypervalent iodine reagents are
powerful oxidizing agents commonly employed by organic chem-
ists. However, these compounds have significant drawbacks in-
cluding potential explosiveness and a lack of solubility in com-
mon organic solvents.

In an effort to merge interests in organic chemistry and green
chemistry, or environmentally-friendly chemistry, Arun synthe-
sized a novel water-soluble hypervalent iodine oxidizing agent, to
be used as an eco- and user-friendly oxidant in aqueous media.
Since the successful synthesis of this new reagent (mIBX), Arun
has shown the reagent to be a selective oxidizing agent for
benzylic/allylic alcohols and benzyl ethers. He has also proposed
reaction mechanisms for the oxidation reactions and has conduct-
ed Hammett correlation studies, a physical organic chemistry
technique, to validate the proposed reaction mechanisms. Ham-
mett correlation studies did substantiate the proposed mechan-
isms. The effect of pH variance on the oxidation reaction has also
been studied, leading Arun to synthesize another water-soluble
hypervalent iodine oxidizing agent to be used as an oxidant in ba-
sic media.

Arun has received much recognition for his work. In 2003 he
was the National Second Place Winner in the Siemens Westing-
house Competition in Math, Science, and Technology. Also in
2003 he was the National Champion in the Junior Science and
Humanities Symposium, for which he was selected as a represen-
tative of the United States to the 2003 London International
Youth Science Forum. He has received several accolades at the
two Intel International Science and Engineering Fairs, along with
awards at the state and regional level. Mr. Thottumkara’s work
has been published in Tetrahedron Letters, a peer-reviewed
chemical journal, and he holds a provisional patent for his syn-
thesis of mIBX.
